PRIOR MINUTES: Commissioner Puckett moved to approve the May 7, 2013 Commissioner Meeting
Minutes as presented. Commissioner Braddock seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved.

PHYLLIS HORNING: Ms. Horning, interim Hamilton County Hospital Administrator, asked for the
Hospital’s 3" quarter tax appropriation. Commissioner Simon moved to pay Hamilton County Hospital their 3 quarter
tax appropriation. Commissioner Puckett seconded the Motion and it was unanimously approved. Also, the Hospital is
having a public informational meeting Friday, May 17" at 7:00 p.m. at the school auditorium.
